
A recent observation I made one glorious 
afternoon when I was boating is that the human 
population is much friendlier when on boats than 
in the real world. If you’re driving down the road 
and a stranger passes you, it isn’t normal behavior 
to wave at them. And if you’re walking down the 
street and someone you don’t know rushes by, 
you don’t call out a greeting to them.  
 
But when you’re boating it seems like everyone is 
your best friend. Every time a boat passes on 
practically any waterway you float on, the people 
lounging on it wave at you. And you wave at 
them. In fact, I sometimes pull muscles by 
rushing to lean out of the boat and wave 
ecstatically at passers-by. There literally is a fire 
inside me that demands I greet my fellow 
mariner.  
 
Once, while living in New Hampshire, when I 
slid off the road in a snowstorm the car that was 
tailgating me drove happily on by, leaving me 
stranded in the ditch. Countless other cars ignored 
me too, until I was left to stumble in the snow 
towards a pay phone (in the pre-cell phone days) 
nearly 10 minutes away.  
 
But folks are more charitable on the water. If they 
see someone stranded, boaters will pull up 
alongside and usually offer to pull you wherever 
you need to go. It’s almost like people aren’t 
afraid to be Good Samaritans when they’re on the 
water.   
 
That’s one good reason why you should not miss 
any of the remaining boating activities we have 
planned.  Your fellow mariners need you,  not to 
mention that old adage — the more the merrier. 
Sadly, attendance at squadron functions has been 
steadily declining over the past several years. 
While this is a problem squadrons all over the 
nation are facing, it saddens me that we have 
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reached 50 years as a boating organization yet we  
just have no ideas about how to turn this trend 
around locally.

In a word — fantastic.  Our anchorage in the 
Potomac just off the National Mall with the 
Washington Monument tower in full view was nestled 
in with about two thousand other vessels of various 
sizes and we were so close to the display site the 
reports reverberated through the deck of Take Two. 
Spectacular is not an adequate description, the 
display just kept coming, continuous streams of 
rockets bursting into incredible colors, sound so loud 
you could not talk, like I said, fantastic. 

The whole trip was great, the drive to DC on 2 July 
was uneventful except for traffic and we arrived in the 
channel off the Gangplank about 7 PM, with plenty of 
time for anchoring and dinner. Ramblin Rose and 
Take Two launched at Pohick Bay, a rather 
surprising place with very flat bottom and 5 foot of 
water, lucky we caught the tides just right. Alexandria 
has the widest no wake zone known to man, half a 
mile wide and one mile or so long but we were soon 
through it and marveling at the skyline of the Nation’s 
Capital. Memorials to Lincoln, Jefferson, Washington 
and the capitol dome were on view as well as the 
National Cathedral while a steady stream of aircraft 
arrived and departed Reagan airport. And, of course, 
the river was well populated with boats.  

The anchorage in the channel was well populated as 
was the Gangplank Marina but not to overflowing and 
the arrival was easy. When we checked in with the 
DC Marine Police they were polite and welcoming 
and the Marina management was on top of 
everything so everybody was comfortable as we 
settled in for a couple of days. 

Friday and Saturday morning saw folks wandering off 
to sight see, there was lunch in the National Gallery 
of Art, a visit to Air and Space, strolling through the 
Vietnam, Korea and WWII memorials, mixing into the 
crowd at four fairs on the mall: Wales, Central 
America, South America and Africa featuring culture, 
food and music. A walk to the Safeway, mussels and 
salmon from the Seafood market, some 4th of July 
flowers and who knows what all filled in the time until 
old friends Tom and Marbeth Dietrich arrived to join 
the Roses, the Barnhills and Rosemary and I to 
motor out to the river and our fireworks vantage 
point.  
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While waiting for the evenings highlight fireworks we enjoyed 
sweet corn and grilled salmon and great company while 
observing strange boating techniques. Imagine, if you throw 
an anchor very far away from a 16 foot runabout with ten 
people aboard but fail to let out rode or to set it, it will not hold 
your boat in a light breeze and moderate current. Another 
technique was to approach the anchorage, noting that vessels 
were all aligned with wind and current, then positioning your 
boat stern against the wind and drop the anchor straight down. 
This technique worked a little better no doubt due to the 50 
foot of chain in the rode. 50 foot was the entire rode let out. 
Perhaps you have guessed that we all kept a watchful eye and 
deployed boat hooks and fenders in strategic places. 
 
On Sunday we returned to Pohick Bay, hauled out and 
journeyed overland to Sandy Point and Annapolis. This time 
there was a little excitement as in my port side mirror I 
watched a wheel cross 6 lanes and bounce into the woods. 
Turns out it was the left rear from Ramblin Rose’s trailer. We 
were 6 miles from journeys end and we kept on to Sandy 
Point. On Monday Boat US organized repairs to the tune of 
$21.00. Do you know any boaters that do not have unlimited 
on the water towing and on the road trailer assistance? If yes 
shun them, make them leave your presence and never darken 
your helm again. 
 
Annapolis was great, we toured the Academy, rode bikes in 
the town, had great meals both aboard and on the town, never 
got out of the harbor to visit the Chesapeake as we were too 
busy. The Port Annapolis Marina, located on Back Creek, was 
the best marina Take Two has ever visited. The personnel, the 
location, the service, the pool, the facilities, the courtesy van. 
Wow. On Wednesday at o’dark thirty we headed back to 
Sandy Point and loaded up for the trip home. The Roses 
ventured down route 301 while we, Stevensons and Barnhills, 
traveled route I95 and stopped at the Marine Corps Museum 
in Triangle. Brand new, built in 2006, we stayed for about 4 
hours. An outstanding tribute to the Marine Corps and our 
fighting men and women. I will visit again. 
 
Not too miss out on excitement we blew a left front tire in 
Durham NC. Rosemary was driving and did a fantastic job. 
The damage was confined to the fender liner and some 
electrics and with the help of the NC motorist assistance and 
AAA we were soon back on the road only to discover no trailer 
lights. An evening at the Holiday Inn in Salisbury, NC followed 
and we returned home on Thursday with no further incident.

Potential Propeller Injury Control Devices

In an average year, approximately 200 to 250 non-fatal 
injuries are reported as a result of a person being struck 
by the propeller and/or propulsion unit of their 
boat.  These non-fatal injuries are life 
changing.  Further -- an additional 25 - 35 deaths are 
reported each year as a result of these accidents  A 
variety of technologies are available that should be 
considered by recreational boaters when they are 
considering means for reducing the risk of propeller-
related injuries while boating.  An informational 
brochure is available (www.uscgboating.org) to help 
boaters understand the risk of propeller injury, and to 
provide safety tips.  Propeller injury avoidance material 
is included in boating safety courses from the U.S. 
Power Squadrons, and U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary, as 
well as other boating organizations.   
 
Propeller injury avoidance control technologies can be 
categorized as guards,  alternative propulsion, 
interlocks, and sensors.  Each of these types of 
technology can be suitable in certain circumstances for 
particular types of boats.  For example, propeller guards 
may be safely used in some circumstances, but are not 
universal solutions.  In determining the efficacy of a 
guard device, the operator must consider hull type, 
propulsion characteristics, and boat operating 
environment.  Other technologies such as emergency 

cutoff switches or ladder interlocks may be more 
appropriate for some vessels due to vessel type and 
usage.  Rear-facing video cameras might be more 
appropriate for larger vessels with restricted fields of 
vision behind the boat than for a smaller bow rider or 
ski boat.  
 
This article is intended to provide some examples of 
propeller injury avoidance control technology that 
boaters may wish to consider.  Determination of which 
control technologies are appropriate to your 
circumstances can be a complex problem, and the 
alternatives should be carefully considered.  There is no 
“one-size fits all” control that will successfully 
eliminate the risk of propeller injuries.  Boaters must 
carefully review the options, and determine for 
themselves which devices make the most sense to their 
particular boating experience.    Today’s technology 
can be applied to reduce the risk of propeller injury to 
recreational boaters.
