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Our most recent dinner meeting, held on 20 July, featured 
a presentation by Claiborne S. Young. Mr. Young has 
written a number of cruising guides featuring coastal U.S. 
waters on the East Coast. Just recently published is his 
sixth edition of “Cruising Guide to Coastal South 
Carolinas and Georgia.” Mr. Young graciously signed 
copies of his new guide provided an entertaining 
discussion of the new guide, especially presenting a 
review of the changes in the Intra Coastal Waterway 
(ICW) in South Carolina and Georgia since the guide was 
last published. 
 
The presentation was both informative and entertaining. 
Of course, the subject matter is of special importance to 
squadron members. Cruising in these waters is a popular 
diversion for our membership. We need to know what is 
going on and what changes have occurred.  
 
The presentation by Mr. Young was dynamic and 
entertaining, making a somewhat dry topic quite 
interesting. One topic that Mr. Young mentioned several 
times is the poor maintenance record by the Corps of 
Engineers in keeping the channels open up and down the 
coast. Congress has continued to cut back on monies to 
fund dredging, based on an old regulation relating 
commercial tonnage to the amount of maintenance.  

This leaves the recreational boater out in the cold, because 
our use of the ICW is not a factor in allocating funding. Of 
course, recreational boating continues to increase as the 
years go by, and our economic impact on the ICW is 
significant. Something needs to change in Congress to 
recognize the economic impact of recreational boating on 
the ICW. 
 
In preparing for this meeting I was struck by the number 
of cruising guides in the possession of squadron members. 
Also surprising were the number of cruising guides that 
were not being used, mine included. I even told several 
squadron members to bring their old copies of the cruising 
guide for the author’s signature. Of course everyone was 
instructed to dog ear a few pages. We did not want the 
author to think that his guide was not being used. 
 
His new guide includes exhaustive information on 
exploring opportunities on the water, as well as thorough 
and comprehensive navigation information. The narrative 
gives one a whole new perspective on our cruising waters, 
since it addresses places to see from the water, not from 
the land as we know it. There is so much covered in the 
guide that a slow cruise covering just Mr. Claiborne’s 
book would be informative and fun.

POLLUTION PERMIT LEGISLATION

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) must come up with permit systems for all vessels, large and small, by 30 
September 2008.  To make things more difficult, such a system would have to be administered on a state-by-state basis 
with a separate permit and fee for each state the boat might visit!! 
 
Congressional Representatives from Michigan and Mississippi have introduced The Recreational Boating Act of 2007 
HR 2550.  The Act would make the exclusion of recreational boats LEGAL and the special permits UNNECESSARY!  
 
Because of the time required to get legislation passed, September 2008 is " just around the corner".  Contacting our House 
and Senate members and urging them to expedite and vote FOR HR 2550 is certainly a priority! Members of Congress 
can be found on the Internet at www.visi.com/juan/congress.  On the Contact the Congress screen, enter your zip code 
and submit and it will display our members of Congress and how to reach them.
